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You are asked to complete an admission form with your passport name in Japanese, attach a recent photo, ‘0‘
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and write your name and date of birth on the back of the photo. You must also submit your high school
graduation certificate, including any grade skipping or early graduation details. If you skipped a grade or
graduated early, provide a document explaining why. Lastly, submit a copy of your Japanese language
proficiency certificate or test result, and provide proof of the translator from your current school.

How KUISs Makes Admissions Decisions

We will conduct a document review and interview, and determine the result based on a comprehensive
evaluation. KUISs’ admission process is competitive and comparative. No matter what degree you apply for,
KUISs will broadly evaluate your academic history.

M Selection method
Following the review of documents, applicants will undergo an academic proficiency test and interview.

The final decision on acceptance will be determined based on an overall assessment.

1. Writing your personal profile
KUISs considers personal experiences beyond academics. It is a chance for applicants to tell the
university what they are most proud of and what they have learnt from their experiences. Personal
profile questions require short written responses of 50 to 200 words.

2. About the interview
The interview is a personal interview (about 20 minutes) in Japanese. Interviews will be conducted
using Zoom.
